To achieve your skill in conservation with the Green team we are looking for participation in our Green Volunteers programme plus some individual work that shows evidence that you have an understanding of conservation in its wider context.

Silver requirement


Involvement over a minimum of 6 months taking part in 6 days of Green Team activities. Plus project work (see below).

For assessment you will be asked to show evidence of your knowledge of conservation based on the questions laid out below. Project work can be hand written or typed. Information can be accessed from libraries, the internet or personal research. Please contact Green Team staff if you have any queries.

Project questions:
1) What is a habitat? Describe 3 different habitats found in Scotland.

2) Describe how to plant a tree.

3) Describe the main elements of the Access Code? 

4) Name 3 species invasive to Scotland (plants or animals) and describe what harm they can do to native species.

5) Find out about 4 conservation agencies that operate nationally in Scotland. Describe their main areas of work.

6) Keep a record of the sites that you have worked at on Green Team projects and the conservation work that you have carried out.

We are looking for approximately 3 sides of A4 in total.
