	The 4 Award Challenges:
	What are you going to do and how?

	Discover a Wild Place

Identify a wild place (or places) on which to focus Award activity - find out or become aware of it, whether by research, word of mouth, or by chance, and experience it directly.  This can be a garden, school grounds, a park or beach, or any other wild place that’s local, national or international.  Experience it; enjoy it, maybe in different seasons, times of day, weather conditions, and company…
	

	Explore its Wildness

Explore and travel extensively, by walking, camping, canoeing… or just sitting, looking and listening, in order to understand and appreciate more about it.  What makes it wild?  Is it a special place - why?  How do wild things (plants, animals, insects, birds, people) depend on each other?  Use environmental activities that engage all the senses.  Make a map, do a wildlife survey, identify plants, animals, birds.  Take photographs, videos or sound diaries.  Paint or draw plants, animals and landscapes.  Keep a nature diary.
	

	Conserve a Wild Place

Take some personal responsibility for the conservation and protection of a wild place.  This should take the form of some practical action that will leave it in better shape.  This might involve research, campaigning or fundraising, pollution or litter surveys and cleanups; planting trees, shrubs or wildflowers, or clearing invasive plants.  
	

	Share your Experiences

Tell people about your own experiences; share your knowledge, thoughts and feelings.  Make an exhibition of photos, paintings, drawings, or words.  Organise a presentation with slides, video or photos.  Lead a guided walk around the place where you’ve been completing your Award.  Share your experience of nature with others.
